JANUARY 13: THE BAPTISM OF THE LORD
Readings: Is 42:1-4, 6-7/Acts 10:34-38/Lk 3:15-16,
21-22 In today's readings for the Feast of the Baptism
of the Lord, we are reminded of Advent. Prepare the
way of the Lord. We await his coming again in glory.
Who is this Jesus for whom we wait? In our Gospel,
we have two witnesses telling us who Jesus is. John
the Baptist reminds us that Jesus is mightier than he
and that John is not worthy to untie the thongs of his
sandal (the job of a slave). The second witness is God
the Father himself. As Jesus is praying and being bap-
tized by John, the Holy Spirit descends on him. The
Father from Heaven speaks of him as the beloved Son
in whom he is well pleased. Jesus, the sinless Son of
God, did not need baptism. But he allowed it and
showed us that he is always among us, walking with us
on our pilgrimage to heaven. We, too, have been bap-
tized, not just with water, but with fire and the Holy
Spirit. As we journey back to God, do we walk along-
side others who may need our assistance and encour-
agement in faith? Can we hold out our hand to some-
one who may need a little help on their journey of
faith?

Traffickers frequently prey on
an individual’s vulnerabilities.
The top five factors that may place victims at risk:

Most likely, these vulnerable victims were coerced through
isolation and emotional, economic, and/or physical abuse.

Interaction with criminal justice
system/law enforcement
Access to general Access to mobile
social services apps or social media
